Third Language : ARABIC, FRENCH, GERMAN, HINDI, MALAYALAM, SANSKRIT, TAMIL, TELUGU, URDU

Parents are requested to:

Carefully review the available language options and ensure that the same language is not selected for both the
Second and Third Language.
Note: Hindi is not compulsory as Third language.

In addition to the above, BPS is introducing Sanskrit as a Second Language for interested students. This
option will be offered only if a minimum number of students opt for it. Parents who are interested are requested
to send a written communication to the respective Class Teacher through the Almanac.
